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Rules of voluntary insurance of water transport

1 GENERAL PROVISIONS

These Rules have been developed in accordance with the Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Law
of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Insurance Activity” No. 126-11 dated December 18, 2000, and other
regulatory legal acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and govern legal relations arising in the field of voluntary
insurance, establishing the economic and organizational framework for its implementation.

Under these Rules, Sinoasia B&R Insurance Company JSC (hereinafter referred to as the Insurer) provides
voluntary water transport insurance by entering into a Voluntary Water Transport Insurance Contract
(hereinafter referred to as the Insurance Contract) with legal entities (regardless of the form of ownership) or
legally capable individuals (regardless of citizenship) (hereinafter referred to as the Policyholder).

Key terms used in these Rules:

Insurance Rules is a document of the Insurer defining the terms and conditions for carrying out insurance
under the relevant type (class) of insurance.

Insurance Contract is an agreement concluded between the Insurer and the Policyholder under the terms
defined by the Insurance Rules, pursuant to which the Policyholder undertakes to pay the insurance premium,
and the Insurer undertakes, upon the occurrence of an insured event, to make an insurance payment to the
Policyholder (Beneficiary) within the limits of the sum insured specified in the Insurance Contract.

Insurer is Sinoasia B&R Insurance Company, JSC (Sinoasia B&R), a legal entity licensed to carry out
insurance activities within the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan in accordance with the procedure
established by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and obligated, upon the occurrence of an insured
event, to make an insurance payment to the person in whose favor the Insurance Contract is concluded, within
the limits of the sum insured specified in the Insurance Contract;

Policyholder is a legal entity or natural person who is the owner or lawful possessor of a water transport
vessel and has insured it with the Insurer;

Insured is a person in respect of whom the insurance is effected.

Beneficiary is a person who, in accordance with the legislation and the Insurance Contract, is entitled to
receive the insurance payment;

Independent Expert is a natural person or legal entity licensed to perform valuation activities in respect of
property (excluding intellectual property and intangible assets) and accredited by the authorized state
authority responsible for the regulation and supervision of the financial market and financial institutions in
accordance with the procedures established by such authority;

Policyholder’s Application is a document completed by the Policyholder in written and/or electronic form
describing the object of insurance and the nature of the risk and including, among other things, information
on the location, value, condition, storage or use procedures, technical readiness, as well as the qualitative
characteristics of a specific object of insurance.

Insured Event — a sudden and unforeseen incident or occurrence resulting in the obligation to make an
insurance payment, including the vessel being deemed Missing.

Insurance Premium is the amount of money that the Policyholder is obligated to pay to the Insurer in
consideration for the Insurer’s assumption of the obligation to make an insurance payment to the Policyholder
in the amount specified in the Insurance Contract;

Insurance amount is the amount of money for which the insured object is insured and which is the maximum
amount of the Insurer's liability in the event of an insured event.

Insurance Payment is the amount of money paid by the Insurer to the Policyholder (Beneficiary) within the
limits of the sum insured upon the occurrence of an insured event.

Actual Value is the value of the insured object determined by agreement of the Parties, taking depreciation
into account;

Market Value is the determined acquisition cost of the insured object plus expenses for transportation to the
destination, customs clearance, and insurance;

Water Transport Vehicle (Vessel) is the hull of a self-propelled or non-self-propelled floating structure
with superstructures and deckhouses; vessel spaces (including finishing, insulation, and wiring); appliances
and systems, machinery, boilers, diesel generators, and other vessel equipment and outfit, including lifeboats
and life rafts. The Vessel must be registered in one of the vessel registries of the Republic of Kazakhstan (the
State Vessel Register of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Vessel Book, the Register of Ships Under
Construction, the Bareboat Charter Register) or in any registry of another state;

Additional Equipment is equipment not included in the Vessel’s standard manufacturer configuration;
Vessel Owner is a natural person or legal entity possessing the Vessel by right of ownership, economic
management, operational management, or on any other lawful basis (including a lease agreement, power of
attorney for vessel operation, transfer by order of a competent authority, etc.);

Rules of voluntary insurance of water transport

Actual Total Loss is loss, destruction, or irretrievable damage to the insured Vessel where restoration is
technically impossible;

Constructive Total Loss is partial damage or total loss of the Vessel where the cost of restoring it to its
condition immediately prior to the insured event is economically impracticable, as such cost exceeds the sum
insured established by the Insurance Contract;

General Average Sacrifice and Expenditure means losses incurred as a result of firefighting, water
entering the holds through hatches opened for jettison of cargo or other openings made for that purpose,
intentional stranding of the Vessel, or other measures taken to preserve human life (crew, passengers) and
the property of the parties to the carriage;

Average Adjustment is a specialized calculation for the apportionment of general average expenses among
the Vessel, cargo, and freight, prepared by an Average Adjuster. The place and procedure for preparing the
Average Adjustment shall be specified in the bill of lading;

Average Adjuster is an official responsible for determining the existence of a general average and preparing
the calculation (Average Adjustment) for the apportionment of losses associated with such event;

Freight is the remuneration payable for the carriage of cargo by sea. Freight shall not be covered under these
Rules;

Double (Multiple) Insurance is insurance of the same object with several Insurers under separate contracts
with each of them.

Berth is a hydraulic structure equipped with facilities for the safe approach of water transport and intended
for the safe mooring of vessels;

Rigging is the collective equipment and tackle of a vessel used for cargo-handling operations, as well as for
hoisting and lowering flags and signals;

Voyage is the transport process involving the carriage of passengers or cargo within a specified period
between geographical points and regions.

The obligations of the Policyholder set forth in these Rules and the Insurance Contract shall apply equally to
the Insured and the Beneficiaries. Failure by the Insured or the Beneficiary to comply with such obligations
shall give rise to the same consequences as a failure by the Policyholder.

The signature of the Policyholder or its representative on the Insurance Contract constitutes confirmation of
their full acceptance of these Rules.

2 INSURED INTERESTS

The insured interests shall be the property interests of the Policyholder (Beneficiary) related to the ownership,
use, and disposal of water transport, arising from its damage or destruction (including hijacking or theft),
together with engines, rigging, interior finishing, equipment, and other components.

The following shall be accepted for insurance:

Vessels entered in the State Vessel Register, classified depending on their purpose, navigation area,
construction material, and type of propulsion (e.g., sail, propeller, etc.), and grouped as follows:

1) by purpose — military vessels (generally not accepted for insurance); transport (merchant) vessels; fishing
vessels; service and auxiliary vessels; technical fleet vessels; special vessels (barges); sports and pleasure
craft (motorboats, yachts, etc.).

2) by navigation area — ocean-going; sea-going; coastal; inland waterway vessels.

3) by hull material — wooden; steel; reinforced concrete; composite.

4) by propulsion type — sailing vessels; paddle-driven vessels; screw-propelled vessels.

5) by engine type — steam-powered; internal combustion; electric; nuclear-powered; wind-powered.

Transport (Merchant) Vessels, depending on the nature of the cargo carried, shall be divided into:

a) passenger and passenger-cargo vessels (having more than 12 equipped passenger berths and intended for
the carriage of passengers and cargo);

b) dry cargo vessels, intended for the carriage of general cargo, bulk cargo, bagged cargo, and unpackaged
cargo (including refrigerated vessels, timber carriers, grain carriers, container ships, pallet carriers, etc.),
as well as specialized vessels such as bulk carriers, Ro-Ro vessels, lighter carriers, and tank vessels
intended for the carriage of liquid cargo in bulk (tankers, etc.).

Additionally, transport (merchant) vessels may be classified as liner vessels, operating regular voyages
between designated ports; and tramp vessels, conducting commercial voyages in any direction depending on
cargo availability.
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Fishing Vessels are used for marine harvesting (fish, whales, crabs, etc.) and are subdivided into fishing
vessels (trawlers, seiners, fishing boats, tuna vessels, crabbers, whalers, and sealing vessels) and floating
bases or factory ships that process the catch directly at sea.

Service and Auxiliary Vessels, supporting the operation of transport and fishing vessels, include icebreakers,
tugboats, supply vessels, pilot boats, utility craft, rescue vessels, fireboats, and similar craft.

Technical Fleet Vessels include dredgers, floating docks, crane vessels, and similar specialized floating
equipment.

Machinery (engines), navigational and other equipment, vessel installations, outfit (rigging) installed on sea-
going or inland waterway vessels, additional specialized equipment (outfit) installed and/or carried on board
the Vessel, as well as spare parts and interior finishing, shall form part of the insured property.

The subject matter of insurance shall be a Vessel entered in the State Vessel Register and owned, operated, or
otherwise lawfully possessed by the Policyholder.

The Insurance Contract may be concluded in favor of a person other than the Policyholder (the Beneficiary)
who has an insurable interest in the preservation of the Vessel based on law, another legal act, or contract. The
Beneficiary shall be specified in the Insurance Contract.

The Policyholder shall be entitled, during the period of validity of the Insurance Contract, to replace the
Beneficiary named in the Insurance Contract with another person by providing written notice to the Insurer.
The Beneficiary may not be replaced by another person after the occurrence of an Insured Event or after the
Beneficiary has performed any obligation under the Insurance Contract or submitted a claim for an insurance
payment to the Insurer.

The Policyholder and the Beneficiary must have an insurable interest in the preservation of the insured Vessel.
Any Insurance Contract concluded in the absence of an insurable interest on the part of the Policyholder and/or
the Beneficiary shall be deemed invalid.

Insurance coverage shall not extend to risks related to the carriage or safekeeping of cargo, freight, third-party
liability, or similar exposures.

Vessels imported into the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan in violation of applicable customs laws and
Rules or listed in the databases of the competent authorities of the Republic of Kazakhstan or Interpol as
previously stolen, shall not be accepted for insurance. Under any Insurance Contract concluded in breach of
this requirement, the Insurer shall bear no obligations whatsoever, including with respect to any insurance
payment.

Vessels that are technically defective, incomplete, or unseaworthy shall not be accepted for insurance.

Unless otherwise provided in the Insurance Contract, the following shall also not be accepted for insurance:

1) wvessels engaged in peacekeeping missions or trials;

2) cash, stamps, tickets, documents, or securities; clothing or personal belongings of the Policyholder or the
Insured; jewelry; video or photographic cameras; radio receivers; tape recorders; compact disc players or
video recorders; television equipment; audio or video media; fixed or portable communication devices,
including radiotelephones and mobile or cellular communication devices located on or within the Vessel;

3) goods or items related to the professional or commercial activities of the Policyholder transported by the
Vessel, as well as any Vessel accessories not included in the manufacturer’s standard configuration;
diminution in value; or moral damages.

Property and items specified in Clause 2.10 of these Rules may be accepted for insurance subject to an
additional insurance premium.
Any unlawful interests of the Policyholder shall not be insurable.

3 SUM INSURED. DEDUCTIBLE

The sum insured shall be established in the Insurance Contract as agreed by the Parties but shall not exceed
the actual value of the vessel at the time the Insurance Contract is executed.

A Vessel may be insured for its full value, for a specified percentage of such value, or for a fixed amount
established in the Insurance Contract, representing the maximum limit of the Insurer’s liability.

When insurance is effected for the full value of the Vessel, such value shall be determined on the basis of:

1) the book value (taking depreciation into account) according to the accounting records of the entity that
owns the Vessel;

2) the purchase price, including incidental expenses;

3) the average market value of the Vessel at the time the Insurance Contract is concluded.

The sum insured in respect of a leased Vessel shall not exceed the Policyholder’s liability to the lessor and
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shall in no circumstances exceed the Actual Value of the Vessel.

The sums insured for machinery (engines), equipment, mechanisms, installations, outfit, including additional
equipment and spare parts, shall be determined based on their book value as evidenced by accounting records
and other documents confirming the Actual (Insured) Value of such items.

Where the Insurance Contract is concluded in respect of a group of vessels (fleet, flotilla, convoy, etc.), the
sums insured shall be established separately for each Vessel.

If the Vessel is insured for less than its insurable value, the Policyholder shall be entitled to obtain additional
insurance from another insurer, provided that the aggregate sum insured under all insurance contracts does not
exceed the Actual Value of the Vessel.

If the Vessel is insured for less than its insurable value, the Policyholder shall be entitled to obtain additional
insurance from another insurer, provided that the aggregate sum insured under all insurance contracts does not
exceed the Actual Value of the Vessel. Any excess portion of the Insurance Premium paid shall not be
refundable in such case.

If, at the time of concluding the Insurance Contract, the sum insured is lower than the Actual Value of the
Vessel, the Insurer shall, upon the occurrence of an Insured Event, make an insurance payment in proportion
to the ratio of the sum insured to the Actual Value, unless otherwise provided in the Insurance Contract.

In all cases, the liability of the Insurer shall not exceed the sum insured.

The Insurance Contract shall provide for a deductible, the type and amount of which shall be determined as
agreed by the Parties and expressed either as a percentage of the sum insured or as a fixed amount.
Following an insurance payment in respect of an Insured Event, the Insurance Contract shall remain in force
for a sum insured equal to the difference between the sum insured established at the inception of the Insurance
Contract and the amount of the insurance payment made, after application of any deductible, unless otherwise
provided in the Insurance Contract.

4 INSURANCE PREMIUM CALCULATION PROCEDURE

The Insurance Premium payable under the Insurance Contract shall be calculated in accordance with the
applicable premium rates, which determine the rate applied to the sum insured, taking into account the
technical condition of the insured property, insured risks, the ratio of the sum insured to the value of the Vessel,
the terms and conditions of its operation, the Policy Period, and other factors affecting the likelihood of an
Insured Event and the potential magnitude of loss. Premium payments shall be made in the national currency
of the Republic of Kazakhstan - KZT. In exceptional cases, premium payments may be made in foreign
currencies at the exchange rate established by the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the
transaction date.

The Insurance Premium shall be payable by the Policyholder either as a lump sum or in installments in the
form of periodic premium payments, whether in cash or by non-cash settlement.

If an Insured Event occurs prior to the payment of a premium installment that is overdue (where the Insurance
Premium is payable in installments), the Insurer shall be entitled, when determining the amount of the
insurance payment, to deduct the amount of the unpaid premium installment.

S INSURED EVENTS

An Insured Event under an Insurance Contract concluded in accordance with these Rules shall mean an event
occurring during the Policy Period and within the agreed territorial limits, resulting in the loss (total loss) or
damage to the insured Vessel and/or additional equipment.

An event considered an Insured Event must possess the characteristics of probability and fortuity.

Unless otherwise provided in the Insurance Contract, an Insured Event shall include the total loss (loss)
or damage to water transport resulting from:

1) an accident (incident) on water caused by:

a) severe weather conditions, including storm, hurricane, or tempest;
b) collision with other vessels;

¢) contact with floating or stationary objects;

d) grounding or stranding;

2) fire or explosion;

3) collision with land-based vehicles, equipment, or harbor or dock structures;
4) earthquake, volcanic eruption, or lightning strike;

5) accidents occurring during loading, unloading, or shifting of cargo;

6) incidents during the loading or unloading of fuel;
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boiler explosions, shaft breakage, or other latent defects in the machinery or hull, or errors in the design
of the Vessel;

collision with aircraft (airplanes, helicopters, etc.) or falling debris therefrom;

theft, unlawful taking, robbery, piracy, or other unlawful acts of third parties;

the Vessel being deemed Missing.

The burden of proof of the Insured event occurrence, as well as the damages caused by it, shall lie with the
Policyholder.

6 EXCLUSIONS AND LIMITATIONS OF COVERAGE

The insurer shall be entitled to refuse to pay the insurance benefit to the Policyholder in full or partially
if the insured event occurred as a result of:

deliberate actions of the Policyholder, Insured and/or Beneficiary aimed at the occurrence of an insured
event or contributing to its occurrence, except for actions committed in a state of necessary defense and
extreme necessity;

actions of the Policyholder, Insured and/or Beneficiary, recognized under the procedure established by
legislative acts as intentional criminal or administrative offenses that are in a causal relationship with the
insured event.

The insurer is exempt from payment of the insurance benefit if the insured event occurred as a result

of:

nuclear explosion, radiation, radioactive contamination, chemical or bacteriological exposure and/or
poisoning;

war of any kind, civil war, civil commotion of any nature, mass disturbances, strikes, lockouts and their
consequences; terrorist acts; seizure, confiscation, requisition, arrest, destruction, or damage to property
by order of civil or military authorities; compulsory nationalization; imposition of a state of emergency
or martial law;

destruction of the Vessel by floating mines, torpedoes, bombs, or other instruments of war;

capture, arrest, detention of the Vessel, or any attempt thereat.

Unless otherwise provided in the Insurance Contract, losses and expenses arising from the following
causes shall not be payable:

strikes, lockouts, or actions arising from labor disputes;

any terrorist acts;

losses and expenses that the Policyholder is obligated to indemnify to the owner of another vessel as a
result of a collision between vessels;

losses and expenses that the Policyholder is obligated to indemnify to third parties as a result of damage
caused by the insured Vessel to shore facilities, hydrotechnical structures, berths, and the like;

losses and expenses related to environmental damage resulting from an Insured Event;

losses and expenses arising from loss of freight as a result of an Insured Event;

losses and expenses arising from loss of freight as a result of an Insured Event;

operation of the Vessel under conditions not permitted by its ice class;

losses and expenses related to the removal of the wreck of the insured Vessel, bodily injury to persons,
and damage to third-party property, including property and cargo located on board the insured Vessel;
consequential losses of the Policyholder. The expenses and losses listed in this Clause may be insured on
specially agreed terms and subject to an additional Insurance Premium.

Insured Events shall not include, and no insurance payment shall be made for, damage to water
transport resulting from:

operation of water transport by the Policyholder without valid certificates of state registration for civil
water transport, certificates of seaworthiness, or other documents required by governmental or regulatory
authorities to ensure safety in water transport;

violation by the Policyholder of statutory requirements governing the maintenance, protection, repair,
navigation, and technical operation of water transport;

use of the Vessel for purposes not foreseen by the Insurance Contract (Policy) or outside the designated
trading area of the Vessel (unless caused by force majeure circumstances);

operation of the Vessel by a person not authorized to do so or lacking the qualifications required to operate
a vessel of the relevant class;
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5) damage to the Vessel caused by careless handling of fire or violation of fire safety requirements;

6) breakage, malfunction, or failure of parts, components, or machinery arising from operation, including
ingress of foreign objects or substances into machinery (e.g., hydraulic shock, clogging, etc.), as well as
failure to comply with operational requirements established by law or by the manufacturer;

7) failure to return the insured Vessel to the Policyholder following its hire, lease, or leasing arrangement,
unless otherwise provided in the Insurance Contract.

Unless expressly provided otherwise in the Insurance Contract, the Insurer shall not be liable for:

1) loss of marketable appearance of the insured Vessel;

2) ordinary wear and tear, depreciation, or that portion of repair costs which improves the insured Vessel
beyond its condition immediately prior to the loss or damage;

3) loss of or damage to, or liability in respect of, goods carried in connection with any transaction or
commercial operation on board any insured Vessel.

Insurance coverage shall not extend to losses incurred by the Policyholder arising from:

1) intentional acts or negligence of the Policyholder, the Insured, or the Beneficiary;

2) unauthorized installation on the Vessel of equipment, instruments, components, mechanisms, or similar
items not included in the manufacturer’s standard configuration, which may subsequently cause an
Insured Event;

3) violation of fire safety Rules, or of the Rules governing the transportation and storage of toxic, flammable,
or explosive substances, including chemicals and gases in liquid, compressed, or gaseous forms;

4) violation of the rules for the transportation of liquid substances (oil, gasoline, gas, etc.);

5) pollution of or damage to the natural environment;

6) breach or non-compliance by the Policyholder with regulatory requirements governing the maintenance,
repair, and technical operation of the Vessel, as well as use of the insured Vessel for purposes other than
those for which it is intended;

7) manufacturing defects of the Vessel;

8) any damage to the property interests of the Policyholder where the insured Vessel:

a) 1is operated in excess of its load capacity;

b) is used in violation of safety requirements or while in a damaged condition, either before or after an
Insured Event;

c) carries passengers or cargo in such quantity or manner as to impair the safe navigation of the insured
Vessel or to cause damage to any person or property;

d) is used in competitions, races (including trial runs), regattas, tests of any kind (including speed trials,
sea trials, or endurance tests), or for training in vessel operation;

e) 1is used by the Policyholder (Insured) as an instrument of a crime;

f) is operated by a person under the influence of alcohol, narcotics, toxic substances, or any other form of
intoxication;

g) 1isin a technically defective condition.

The Insurer under the voluntary water transport insurance contract shall not be liable for:

1) any claims for compensation exceeding the scope and limits of indemnity provided under the Insurance
Contract;

2) claims for compensation in respect of damage caused outside the territorial limits of insurance;

3) moral damages and loss of profit;

4) losses caused by downtime, including downtime resulting from theft, as well as temporary inability to use
equipment;

5) fines and/or any other administrative penalties or sanctions;

6) professional liability;

7) claims brought by Policyholders insured under the same Insurance Contract against one another;

8) loss of or damage to property transported by or located on board the insured Vessel,;

9) damage caused during the loading or unloading of the Vessel, as well as during its evacuation or
transportation by means of specialized equipment or machinery;

10) damage resulting from the loss of or damage to antiques and unique items, articles made of precious
metals, precious, semi-precious, or ornamental stones, religious artifacts, collections, paintings,
manuscripts, currency, or securities;

11) any incident arising from the use of any additional device.
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Grounds for the Insurer’s refusal to make an insurance payment shall include:

1) notifying the Insurer by the Policyholder of knowingly false information about the insured subject matter,
insured risk, insured event and its consequences;

2) deliberate failure of the Policyholder to take measures to reduce losses from the insured event;

3) receipt by the Insured (Beneficiary) of the appropriate compensation for loss on property insurance from
the person guilty of causing the loss;

4) Obstruction by the Policy Holder to the Insurer of the investigation of circumstances of the occurrence of
the insured event and determination of the amount of the loss caused as the result thereof;

5) failure to notify the Insurer of the occurrence of an Insured Event within the time limits stipulated by
these Rules and the Insurance Contract;

6) waiver by the Policyholder of its right of recourse against the person responsible for the occurrence of the
Insured Event, as well as refusal to provide the Insurer with documents necessary for the transfer of such
right of recourse. If an insurance payment has already been made, the Insurer shall be entitled to demand
its full or partial reimbursement;

7) where, at the time of the Insured Event, the Insurance Contract had not entered into force or had ceased
to be in force;

8) the Insured Event was not formally documented by the competent authorities (emergency services, fire
services, etc.);

9) failure by the Policyholder, the Insured, and/or the Beneficiary to comply with the terms and limitations
set forth in these Rules and the Insurance Contract.

Losses and expenses shall not be indemnified if caused:

1) outside the geographical limits specified in the Insurance Contract, unless related to an emergency
situation or force majeure;

2) for any reason where the total number of passengers or the quantity of cargo carried by the water transport
at the time of the Insured Event or immediately prior thereto exceeded the maximum permitted for the
relevant class of water transport and/or exceeded the prescribed loading limits;

3) by berthing or departure from a berth that does not comply with the requirements applicable to the type
of water transport, unless related to an emergency situation or force majeure;

4) Dby dispatching the Vessel in an unseaworthy condition, unless such unseaworthiness resulted from latent
defects of the Vessel;

5) with consumable materials (property) and the Vessel’s stores;

6) by using a non-specialized Vessel as a rescue, drilling, dredging vessel, or for other specialized activities
for which the insured Vessel is not intended;

7) by loading, with the knowledge of the Policyholder, the Beneficiary, or their representative but without
the knowledge of the Insurer, substances or items hazardous in terms of explosion or spontaneous
combustion;

8) Dby the deterioration of the Vessel and its appurtenances, or their wear and tear;

9) as a result of confiscation, requisition, arrest, or destruction of the Vessel at the order of competent
authorities;

10) by an event not specified in the Insurance Contract as an Insured Event.

In all cases, expenses for cleaning and painting the underwater portion of the hull shall not be indemnified,
except for cleaning, priming, anti-corrosion coating, and other treatment of replaced hull sections, as well as
butt welds or hull areas directly adjacent to replaced or restored shell plating, including hull plating areas
damaged during straightening operations, whether removed or repaired in situ.

Only those expenses for cleaning and painting the hull attributable to the damaged areas shall be included in
the indemnifiable repair costs, provided that repairs to remedy the damage to the Vessel are carried out within
12 (twelve) months from the date of the Vessel’s last hull painting. Information regarding the calendar date of
the Vessel’s last painting shall be recorded in the ship’s log.

Expenses related to placing the insured Vessel into dry dock and removing it therefrom, or lifting and launching
by means of a slipway, as well as charges for the Vessel’s use of the dry dock or slipway, shall be included in
the indemnifiable repair costs in full, provided that the repairs performed were directed exclusively toward
remedying the consequences of the Insured Event.

Exemption of the Insurer from the obligation to make an insurance payment to the Policyholder on the grounds
provided for in these Rules shall simultaneously release the Insurer from the obligation to make an insurance
payment to the Beneficiary.

The terms of the voluntary water transport insurance contract may provide for other grounds for refusal of an
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insurance payment, provided that such grounds do not contradict the applicable legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

The Insurer’s refusal to make an insurance payment may be appealed by the Policyholder in court, subject to
prior dispute resolution by the Insurance Ombudsman in accordance with the procedure and conditions
established by the laws of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

7 TERM AND TERRITORIAL SCOPE OF THE INSURANCE CONTRACT

The Insurance Contract shall be concluded for a period of twelve months. As agreed by the Parties, the
Insurance Contract may be concluded for a period of less than twelve months.

Insurance coverage shall attach at 00:00 hours on the day following receipt of the insurance premium (or its
first installment) into the Insurer’s bank account or cash desk, but not earlier than the date of execution of the
Contract.

Where insurance is effected for a voyage, the Insurer’s liability (unless otherwise agreed in the Insurance
Contract) shall attach from the moment the mooring lines are cast off or the anchor is weighed at the port of
departure and shall terminate upon mooring or anchoring at the port of destination.

Under the concluded Insurance Contract, the Insurer shall be liable for losses caused to the insured Vessel
throughout the Policy Period and within the agreed trading area specified in the Insurance Contract, regardless
of whether the Vessel is performing ordinary voyages, undergoing sea trials, rendering assistance, towing
vessels or floating structures, or conducting salvage operations.

Where the Vessel is dispatched on a voyage for sale or scrapping, the Policyholder must obtain the Insurer’s
prior written agreement regarding the terms of insurance and the amount of any additional premium.
Otherwise, the insurance shall be deemed invalid.

The territorial limits of insurance shall be confined to the trading area of the insured Vessel as specified in the
Insurance Contract. As agreed by the Parties, the territorial limits of insurance may be either extended or
restricted. The territorial limits shall be specified in the Insurance Contract.

8 PROCEDURE FOR CONCLUSION OF THE INSURANCE CONTRACT

The Insurance Contracts shall be concluded on the basis of the Policyholder’s written application in the form
prescribed by the Insurer, and which shall constitute an integral and inseparable part of the Insurance Contract.
When completing the application, the Policyholder shall provide the Insurer with documents confirming it’s
right to use the Vessel and disclose all circumstances known to it that are material to assessing the probability
of an Insured Event and the potential amount of loss in respect of the Vessel proposed for insurance, including
circumstances affecting its condition, marketable appearance, preservation, location, and other relevant
factors. The Policyholder shall be responsible for the accuracy of the information provided.

The Insurer may request additional documents necessary to assess the level of insurance risk for the purpose
of concluding the Insurance Contract. The Insurer shall have the right to refuse to conclude the Insurance
Contract with the Policyholder without providing reasons.

At the Insurer’s request, the Policyholder shall provide the Insurer’s representative with the opportunity to
inspect the insured Vessel and shall sign the inspection report. Following the inspection, the Insurer shall be
entitled to terminate the Insurance Contract or require amendments to its terms. At the Insurer’s discretion,
and in exceptional cases, the Vessel may be insured without prior inspection based on all necessary documents
submitted by the Policyholder.

The Insurer shall have the right to require a revision of the terms of the Insurance Contract in the event of any
amendment, expiration, or suspension of the Insurance Contract.

The Insurance Contract shall be concluded in writing by:

1) execution of the Insurance Contract by the Parties, including in electronic form; or
2) accession of the Policyholder to the standard terms of the Insurance Rules developed unilaterally by the
Insurer, with issuance of the Insurance Contract to the Policyholder by the Insurer.

When insuring water transport, the Insurance Contract may be concluded on one of the following bases:

1) coverage for total loss and damage to the Vessel;

2) coverage for total loss only;

3) coverage for total loss only, including salvage expenses;
4) coverage for damage only.

Under the condition “Coverage for Total Loss and Damage to the Vessel,” the following shall be insured:

1) the hull, propeller assembly, rudder blade, and rudder stock;

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2) engines, auxiliary machinery, equipment, and vessel installations.
The following shall be indemnified:

1) losses resulting from the total loss of the Vessel (actual or constructive), and expenses for repairing
damage to the hull, propeller assembly, rudder blade, and rudder stock, as well as engines, auxiliary
machinery, equipment, and vessel installations, arising from an Insured Event, except in the cases set forth
in the “General Exclusions” clause (Appendix No. 1);

2) losses, expenses, and contributions in General Average in proportion to the Vessel’s share.

Where circumstances exist indicating a General Average, the following shall be treated as General
Average losses (in addition to those not listed in the “General Average Exclusions” clause):

1) losses resulting from measures taken for the common safety;

2) losses caused to the Vessel by the intentional stranding of the Vessel;

3) losses caused to the Vessel in extinguishing a fire on board, including losses resulting from the flooding
of the burning Vessel for that purpose;

4) expenses incurred in obtaining assistance, as well as losses caused to the Vessel by vessels rendering such
assistance.

In addition, the following shall be included in or treated as General Average:

1) expenses arising from the Vessel’s forced entry into a place of refuge (port of refuge) or return to the port
of loading due to an accident or other extraordinary circumstance necessitating such entry or return for
the common safety;

2) expenses related to the departure of the Vessel from the place of refuge or from the port of loading to
which the Vessel was compelled to return;

3) wages and maintenance of the Vessel’s crew (including fuel and supplies) incurred due to the prolongation
of the voyage as a result of the Vessel entering a place of refuge or returning to the port of loading
following an accident or other extraordinary circumstance;

4) wages and maintenance of the Vessel’s crew incurred during the detention of the Vessel in the interest of
the common safety at any location due to an accident or other extraordinary circumstance for the purpose
of repairing damage caused by such circumstance, where such repairs are necessary for the safe
continuation of the voyage. Fuel, stores, and port charges incurred during such detention shall be allowed
in General Average, except for expenses arising from repairs not allowable in General Average;

5) The cost of temporary repairs to the Vessel carried out for the common safety at the port of loading, port
of call, or place of refuge, as well as the cost of temporary repairs of damage allowable in General Average,
shall be included; however, the cost of temporary repairs of accidental damage necessary solely to
complete the voyage shall be recoverable only up to the amount of the expenses thereby avoided that
would otherwise have been allowed in General Average had such repairs not been effected.

Under the condition “Coverage for Damage Only,” the following shall be insured:

1) the hull, propeller assembly, rudder blade, and rudder stock;
2) engines, auxiliary machinery, equipment, and vessel installations.

The following shall be indemnified:

1) expenses for repairing damage to the hull, propeller assembly, rudder blade and rudder stock, as well as
engines, auxiliary machinery, equipment, and shipboard installations resulting from an Insured Event,
except for the cases set forth in the “General Exclusions” clause;

2) necessary and reasonably incurred expenses for the salvage of the Vessel.

Under the condition “Coverage for Total Loss Only, Including Salvage Expenses,” the following shall be
indemnified:

1) losses resulting from the total loss of the Vessel (actual or constructive) caused by an Insured Event,
except for the cases set forth in the “General Exclusions” clause;
2) necessary and reasonably incurred expenses for the salvage of the Vessel.

Under the condition “Coverage for Total Loss Only,” the following shall be indemnified:

1) losses arising from the total loss (actual or constructive) of the Vessel caused by an Insured Event, except
for the cases set forth in the “General Exclusions” clause;
2) necessary and reasonably incurred expenses for the salvage of the Vessel.

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The Insurer shall be liable only for losses occurring within the navigation area or during the voyage specified
in the Insurance Contract. If the Vessel leaves the navigation area or deviates from the route stipulated in the
Insurance Contract without the Insurer’s consent, the insurance shall terminate.

The Insurer may keep the terms of the Insurance Contract in force provided that it receives timely notice of
the intended change to the navigation area or voyage and that the Policyholder pays the corresponding
additional insurance premium. Deviation from the intended route or departure from the navigation area for the
purpose of saving human life, vessels, or cargo, as well as deviations caused by the actual necessity to ensure
the safety of the following voyage, shall not be deemed a breach of the Insurance Contract.

The Policyholder shall immediately notify the Insurer, as soon as it becomes aware, of all material changes
affecting the degree of insurance risk (including delay of the voyage, deviation from the route stipulated in the
Insurance Contract, departure from the navigation area, navigation in ice, overwintering of the Vessel not
contemplated at the time of conclusion of the Insurance Contract, towing of other vessels by the insured Vessel,
or leasing of the insured Vessel, etc.).

8.13.1 The following shall not be deemed material changes: situations where the insured Vessel performs trial
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voyages, proceeds under tow by another vessel while in need of assistance, or where towing is consistent
with local custom or the Insurance Contract.

Upon receiving information about circumstances that increase the degree of insurance risk, the Insurer shall
have the right to require amendments to the terms of the Insurance Contract or payment of an additional portion
of the insurance premium proportionate to the increased risk.

If the Policyholder does not agree to the new terms of the Insurance Contract or refuses to pay the additional
insurance premium, the Insurer shall have the right to demand termination of the Insurance Contract in
accordance with the civil legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

If the Policyholder fails to fulfill the obligation to notify the Insurer of information regarding an increased
degree of insurance risk, the Insurer shall have the right to demand termination of the Insurance Contract and
compensation for losses in accordance with the civil legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Insurer shall have no right to demand the termination of the Insurance Contract, if the circumstances
causing the increase of insurance risk level disappeared.

Regardless of whether the degree of insurance risk has increased, the Insurer shall have the right, during the
term of the Insurance Contract, to inspect the condition of the Vessel and its operating conditions.

In the event of the sale or donation of the Vessel, as well as in the case of division of property, the Policyholder
may, with the Insurer’s consent, assign the Insurance Contract to the new owner of the Vessel by submitting a
corresponding application to the Insurer. Upon transfer of ownership of the Vessel to another person, the
Insurance Contract shall be subject to reissuance.

The Policyholder shall have the right to reissue the Insurance Contract for a newly acquired Vessel. In such
case, the Policyholder shall provide the Insurer with the opportunity to inspect the newly acquired Vessel and
supply all necessary information and documentation relating thereto. In this case, the Insurer shall recalculate
the amounts of the Sum Insured and the insurance premium, taking into account the period of validity of the
previous Insurance Contract.

The Insurer shall be responsible for any incompleteness in the terms required to be specified in the Insurance
Contract. In the event of a dispute under the Insurance Contract arising from the incompleteness of certain of
its terms, such dispute shall be resolved in favor of the Policyholder.

The signature of the Policyholder or its representative on the Insurance Contract shall constitute confirmation
of their full acceptance of the provisions of these Rules.

9 RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES
The Insurer shall be obliged to:

acquaint the Policy Holder with the Insurance Rules;

inspect the vessel damaged as a result of the Insured Event within five business days after receipt of the
Policyholder’s written application;

make a decision on the insurance payment or on the refusal to make an insurance payment within the
timeframes stipulated by the Rules and the Insurance Contract, and approve the relevant insurance report
unless otherwise expressly provided for in the Insurance Contract;

upon recognition of the occurred event as an Insured Event, make the insurance payment to the Beneficiary
within the timeframes, in the amount, and in the manner stipulated by the Rules and the Insurance Contract;
where necessary, engage specialists (experts) to determine the causes, extent of losses, and the value of the
vessel when preparing the insurance report;

Rules of voluntary insurance of water transport

when deciding to refuse an insurance payment, notify the Policyholder in writing with a reasoned justification
for the refusal within the timeframes stipulated by the Rules and the Insurance Contract;

reimburse the Policyholder (Insured) for expenses incurred, mitigate losses in the event of an Insured Event.
provide the insurance secrecy;

perform other actions stipulated by the Insurance Contract, the Insurance Rules and the current legislation of
the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Policyholder shall be obliged to:

when entering into the Insurance Contract, inform the Insurer of all circumstances known to the Policyholder
that are material to the assessment of the insurance risk;

present the water transport vessel for inspection to the Insurer’s authorized representative and disclose all
existing internal and external damage;

pay the insurance premium in the amount, manner, and within the timeframes established by the Insurance
Contract;

inform the Insurer of other Insurance Contracts concluded or being concluded that are in force with respect
to the same object of insurance during the term of the Insurance Contract;

provide the Insurer with all information regarding the insured vessel upon the Insurer’s request;
immediately, but in any case, no later than 3 (three) business days, notify the Insurer of all material changes
during the term of the Insurance Contract related to an increase in the degree of risk;

comply with all Rules, standards, and Rules governing the operation of water transport;

ensure the transfer to the Insurer of the right of recourse against the person responsible for the occurrence of
the insured event;

take all possible and reasonable measures to prevent insured events, comply with established and generally
accepted safety Rules and standards, ensure the preservation of the insured water transport vessel, and operate
the vessel in accordance with safety requirements and technical conditions established by the Rules of the
Republic of Kazakhstan;

refund the insurance payment to the Insurer in full or in part if, within the applicable statute of limitations,
circumstances are discovered that, under the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan or these Insurance
Rules, fully or partially deprive the Policyholder or the Beneficiary of the right to receive the insurance
payment.

perform other actions stipulated by the Insurance Contract, the Insurance Rules and the current legislation of
the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Insurer shall be entitled:

refuse to conclude a voluntary water transport insurance contract;

receive the insurance premium in a timely manner in accordance with the terms of the Insurance Contract;
obtain from the Policyholder information about circumstances that are material for determining the
probability of the insured event and the amount of potential loss arising therefrom (insurance risk), if such
circumstances are not known and should not be known to the Insurer;

assess the insurance risk, including inspection of the insured object with the subsequent preparation of an
inspection report in the form established by the Insurer and subject to mandatory signature by the
Policyholder;

use the services of an independent expert (average adjuster) to assess the amount of damage and determine
the amount of the insurance payment;

verify the information provided by the Policyholder regarding the compliance of the insured object with its
description and require the Policyholder (Insured) to fulfill the terms of the Insurance Contract;

receive timely notification of the occurrence of an insured event;

require documentary confirmation of the insured event;

terminate the Insurance Contract early in the event of the Policyholder’s failure to fulfill their obligations, in
cases provided for by these Rules and the Insurance Contract;

independently determine the causes and circumstances of an event having the characteristics of an insured
event;

commence inspection of the damaged vessel without waiting for notification of the loss from the
Policyholder. The Policyholder shall not interfere with the Insurer in this regard.

when necessary, send requests to competent authorities for the provision of relevant documents and
information confirming the fact and cause of the insured event;

exercise the right of recourse against the person responsible for the occurrence of the insured event;
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require amendments to the terms of the Insurance Contract or payment of an additional insurance premium
proportionate to the increase in the insurance risk if the Insurer becomes aware of circumstances that increase
the insurance risk. An increase in risk shall mean: modification of the water transport (repair, reconstruction),
change in the Policyholder’s business activities, deterioration of the technical condition of the water
transport, change of the water transport route, or change of the owner (proprietor) of the water transport. If
the Policyholder objects to this, the Insurance Contract may be terminated with deduction of the Insurer’s
expenses;

refuse to make an insurance payment on the grounds provided for in the Insurance Contract.

perform other actions stipulated by the Insurance Contract, the Insurance Rules and the current legislation of
the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Policyholder shall be entitled:

request from the Insurer clarification of the insurance terms and of its rights and obligations under the
Contract;

receive a timely insurance payment in the amount, manner, and within the timeframes established by the
Rules and the Insurance Contract;

request amendments to the Insurance Contract subject to agreement with the Insurer;

replace the Beneficiary or the Insured subject to agreement with the Insurer, and where stipulated by the
Insurance Contract, also with the consent of the Beneficiary;

obtain a duplicate of the Insurance Contract (insurance policy) in the event of its loss;

appeal the Insurer’s refusal to make an insurance payment in court;

terminate the Insurance Contract in accordance with the procedure and on the terms established by the Rules
and the Insurance Contract.

perform other actions stipulated by the Insurance Contract, the Insurance Rules and the current legislation of
the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Beneficiary shall have the right to:

request from the Insurer clarification of the insurance terms and of its rights and obligations under the
Insurance Contract;

upon execution of the Contract and throughout its term, inform the Insurer of all existing and newly
concluded insurance contracts covering similar risks in respect of the insured interest;

submit a claim to the Insurer for an insurance payment;

receive the insurance payment in the manner and on the terms provided for by the Insurance Contract;
challenge, in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Insurer’s refusal to make an
insurance payment or any reduction in its amount;

perform other actions that do not contradict the Insurance Contract and the legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

The Insurance Contract may also provide for other rights and obligations of the Insurer, the Policyholder, and
the Beneficiary that do not contradict the current legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

10 INSURANCE PAYMENT PROCEDURE AND CONDITIONS

A claim for an insurance payment shall be submitted to the Insurer by the Policyholder or the Beneficiary in
writing, together with the documents required to process the insurance payment.

Unless otherwise provided in the Insurance Contract, the amount of loss shall be determined by the Insurer
based on an inspection conducted and a loss calculation prepared by the Insurer, taking into account the value
of the affected Vessel at the time of the insured event. Each Party shall have the right to request an independent
expert appraisal. Such appraisal shall be conducted at the expense of the requesting Party.

“Actual Loss” for the purpose of calculating the amount of the insurance payment shall mean property losses
caused by damage to, destruction of, or loss of the vessel (or its parts) as a result of the occurrence of an Insured
Event.

“Total Loss” of a vessel shall mean the destruction (damage) of the vessel in respect of which an independent
expert organization has determined that restoration is economically impracticable, as well as cases where the
cost of restoration exceeds 85% of the actual value of the insured object at the time of the Insured Event.
“Damage” to the insured vessel shall mean such deterioration of its qualitative characteristics that, through
repair, it can be restored to a condition suitable for use for its original intended purpose, and the cost of such
restoration at prices applicable at the time of the Insured Event does not exceed 85% of the actual value of the
insured object at the time of the Insured Event.
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10.6 The amount of Actual Loss shall not include expenses incurred to improve the insured vessel compared to the
condition in which it was prior to the occurrence of the Insured Event, nor shall it include loss of profit, loss
of market value, or moral damages.

10.7 The amount of loss shall be determined by the Insurer on the basis of an inspection carried out and a calculation
prepared by the Insurer, taking into account the value of the affected vessel at the time of the Insured Event.
Each Party shall have the right to request an independent expert examination, which shall be conducted at the
expense of the initiating Party.

10.8 Actual Loss shall be determined as follows:

1) in the event of hijacking (loss) or theft of the vessel - based on the appraised value of the stolen vessel,
taking into account the agreed deductible, but not exceeding the Sum Insured specified in the Insurance
Contract;

2) in the event of Total Loss of the vessel - in the amount of the appraised value of the vessel, but not
exceeding the Sum Insured specified in the Insurance Contract, less the agreed deductible, the amount of
depreciation, and the value of salvage (serviceable or marketable component parts of the damaged object),
if any. The value of salvage shall be determined with due regard to its depreciation. In the event of an
insurance payment exceeding 85% of the actual value of the insured vessel, the Insurer shall have the
right to require the Policyholder to abandon the insured property in favor of the Insurer;

3) inthe event of damage to the vessel, the amount of loss shall be equal to the cost of repair (restoration) of
the vessel, taking into account the agreed deductible, depreciation, and the diminished value of the
damaged parts of the vessel, in order to restore the insured vessel to a value corresponding to its value at
the time of the Insured Event.

10.9 Restoration costs shall include:

1) expenses for materials and spare parts necessary for restoration;
2) expenses for labor required to carry out restoration work. Restoration costs shall be determined less
depreciation of the materials and spare parts replaced during the restoration (repair) process.

10.10 If damaged parts are replaced despite the possibility of repairing them without compromising the operational
safety of the insured vessel, the Insurer shall indemnify the Policyholder for the cost of repairing such parts,
but not in excess of their replacement cost.

10.11 The Policyholder shall coordinate with the Insurer the inspection and selection of the repair facility for
eliminating the consequences of the Insured Event.

10.12 If the time and place of repair are not agreed upon, the insurance indemnity shall be determined by the Insurer
based on reasonable repair costs. In such case, repair costs shall include reasonable and necessary expenses
for transferring the vessel to the place of repair and back. In all other cases, expenses for transferring the vessel
from the last port of call to the place of repair to eliminate damage resulting from the Insured Event shall be
reimbursed in an amount not exceeding the normal operating expenses incurred during such transfer.

10.13 Restoration costs shall not include:

1) expenses related to modifications and/or improvements of the insured object;

2) expenses caused by temporary (auxiliary) repairs or restoration;

3) expenses for overhaul of equipment, its preventive repair and maintenance, as well as other expenses
incurred regardless of the Insured Event.

10.14 The amount of damage caused to property under the risk of damage, loss, or destruction of additionally
installed equipment shall be determined based on the cost of restoring the damaged property, less the agreed
deductible and accrued depreciation (wear and tear) existing prior to the occurrence of the Insured Event. The
cost of restoring damaged property shall be calculated based on market prices effective on the date of the
Insured Event.

10.15 Upon the occurrence of an Insured Event, the Insurer shall make the insurance payment stipulated by the
Insurance Contract to the Beneficiary.

10.16 The insurance payment shall be made on the basis of the Policyholder’s written application for an insurance
payment and an insurance report (statement) prepared by the Insurer or its authorized representative.

10.17 Unless otherwise specifically provided by the Insurance Contract, insurance payment under the risk of
“Unlawful Acts of Third Parties” shall be made on the basis of court decisions (acts) that have entered into
legal force with respect to the identified persons.

10.18 The total amount of insurance payments under all Insurance Contracts concluded in respect of the insured
object shall not exceed the Actual Loss.

10.19 The aggregate amount of payments under the Insurance Contract shall not exceed the Sum Insured. The
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insurance payment shall be made as a lump sum unless otherwise provided by the Insurance Contract.

10.20 The insurance payment shall be made as a lump sum unless otherwise provided by the Insurance Contract. In
such case, the Insurer shall have the right to indemnify the Policyholder by placing at its disposal an equivalent
vessel or component parts and assemblies possessing the same qualitative characteristics and consumer
properties as the stolen, destroyed, or damaged property.

10.21 The maximum period for reviewing documents and making an insurance payment under voluntary insurance
contracts with individuals, after submission of all required documents to the Company, shall not exceed 15
(fifteen) business days.

10.22 If a decision on the insurance payment cannot be made within the established timeframe and additional
information or documentation is required, the Company shall notify the Policyholder (Insured, Beneficiary),
explaining the reasons for the extension of the insurance payment period.

10.23 In such case, the Company shall ensure that the insurance payment is made within a period not exceeding 15
(fifteen) business days from the expiry date of the document review period under voluntary insurance contracts
with individuals.

10.24 The Insurance Contract under which an insurance payment has been made shall remain in force until the expiry
of the period specified therein in the amount equal to the difference between the Sum Insured and the amount
of the insurance payment, unless otherwise expressly provided by the Insurance Contract.

10.25 If criminal proceedings have been initiated by authorized state authorities in connection with the Insured Event,
the Insurer shall have the right to postpone the decision on the insurance payment until receipt of a document
from the investigative or judicial authorities regarding the results of the investigation and their final procedural
decision, of which the Policyholder shall be notified in writing.

10.26 The Policyholder (Beneficiary) shall be obliged to return the insurance payment received to the Insurer if,
within the statute of limitations established by law, a circumstance is discovered that deprives the Policyholder
(Beneficiary) of the right to receive the insurance payment.

10.27 The Policyholder (Beneficiary) shall be obliged to return the insurance payment received to the Insurer if,
within the statute of limitations established by law, a circumstance is discovered that deprives the Policyholder
(Beneficiary) of the right to receive the insurance payment.

10.28 A Policyholder to whom a stolen vessel has been returned shall, within two months, return to the Insurer the
insurance payment received, less compensation for any partial loss that may have been incurred. Such expenses
shall be reimbursed by the Insurer in proportion to the ratio of the Sum Insured to the actual (insured) value of
the water transport. At the same time, the total amount of the insurance payment and reimbursement of
expenses shall not exceed the Sum Insured established by the Insurance Contract. The specified expenses shall
be reimbursed directly to the person who incurred them.

11 POLICYHOLDER’S ACTIONS UPON THE OCCURRENCE OF AN INSURED EVENT

11.1 Upon the occurrence of an insured event, the Policyholder shall be obligated to:

11.1.1 take all possible measures to reduce losses resulting from the Insured Event, including measures to salvage
the vessel;

11.1.2 immediately, but no later than 3 (three) business days from the date the damage is discovered, notify the
Insurer thereof in writing. If the Policyholder was unable to report the occurrence of the Insured Event within
the prescribed time limits for a valid reason, such reason must be documented,;

11.1.3 immediately report the incident and ensure that it is documented by the competent authorities and
organizations (maritime authorities, internal affairs bodies, fire services, emergency authorities, and other
competent authorities and organizations in accordance with applicable law);

11.1.4 immediately report the incident and ensure that it is documented by the competent authorities and
organizations (maritime authorities, internal affairs bodies, fire services, emergency authorities, and other
competent authorities and organizations in accordance with applicable law);

11.1.5 not carry out restoration works on the damaged vessel without the prior written consent of the Insurer;

11.1.6 refrain from taking any actions contrary to the interests of the Insurer, and not assume any obligations,
acknowledge liability, accept any proposals, make payments, or promise to make any payments related to
the given Insured Event without the Insurer’s prior written consent, except for actions aimed at organizing
salvage operations or reducing the extent of the loss;

11.1.7 submit a written notice of the Insured Event in the form prescribed by the Insurer, specifying the
circumstances of the loss, together with all documents requested by the Insurer that are necessary to
determine the causes of the insured occurrence and the amount of the loss;

11.1.8 record all circumstances of the marine casualty in the ship’s log and, upon arrival at port, file a statement of
sea protest;
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11.1.9 regularly inform the Insurer about the progress of the investigation, its causes and consequences, and
participate in such investigation in accordance with applicable Rules;

11.1.10 if the casualty was caused by force majeure natural forces, file a marine protest;

11.1.11 preserve the damaged water transport in the condition it was in following the occurrence of the Insured Event
until it has been inspected by the Insurer (or its authorized representative). The Policyholder may alter the
condition of the damage only if required for safety reasons, to reduce the amount of loss, or with the Insurer’s
written consent;

11.1.12 immediately notify the Insurer in writing upon receiving any reimbursement (compensation) for losses
caused by the Insured Event from third parties;

11.1.13 If the Insurer deems it necessary to appoint a representative to protect the interests of both the Insurer and
the Policyholder, in connection with the occurrence of the insured event — issue a power of attorney or other
required documents to persons appointed by the Insurer in order to protect these interests. The Insurer shall
have the right, but not the obligation, to represent the Policyholder’s interests in court or otherwise provide
legal defense to the Policyholder in connection with the insured event;

11.1.14 bear the burden of proving the occurrence of the insured event and the losses caused therebys;

11.1.15 provide the Insurer with all documents and evidence and disclose all information necessary for the Insurer
to exercise its right of recourse against the person responsible for the loss;

11.1.16 perform other actions provided for in these Rules and the applicable legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

12 LIST OF DOCUMENTS CONFIRMING THE OCCURRENCE OF AN INSURED EVENT AND THE
AMOUNT OF LOSS

12.1 To receive an insurance payment, the Policyholder (Insured, Beneficiary) must provide documentary proof of:

1) their interest in the insured water transport;
2) the occurrence of an Insured Event;
3) the amount of the loss incurred.

12.2 To obtain the insurance payment, the Policyholder (Insured, Beneficiary) must submit the following
documents to the Insurer:

1) for identification purposes and compliance with the conditions for receiving the insurance payment: an
application regarding the occurrence of an event having the characteristics of an Insured Event; the
Insurance Contract; identification data of the applicant verified against the state database/Unified State
Database or verified against the original document; a certificate of registration of an individual as a sole
proprietor (if the Policyholder is a natural person engaged in individual entrepreneurial activity); a power
of attorney authorizing representation before the Insurer and receipt of the insurance payment (for a legal
entity or when representing the interests of the Beneficiary);

2) to prove an interest in preserving the insured water transport: documents confirming ownership of the
insured water transport (certificate of vessel registration; documents evidencing the right to operate the
vessel by the person operating it at the time of the Insured Event; a copy of the lease agreement if the
vessel was operated under a lease; a copy of another document confirming the right to possess, use, and/or
dispose of the vessel on behalf of the owner; etc.);

3) to prove the occurrence of an Insured Event:

a) copies of reports, decisions of commissions, etc. regarding the incident and attachments thereto; copies
of the scene inspection report, the administrative offense ruling, certificates from medical institutions;
other documents issued by competent authorities (investigative bodies, courts, etc.) responsible for
investigating, classifying, and recording events recognized as Insured Events, or otherwise confirming
the occurrence of the Insured Event, unless otherwise provided for by the Insurance Contract;

b) in the event of unlawful acts of third parties: copies of the scene inspection report and the resolution
initiating criminal proceedings (or refusing to initiate criminal proceedings); a copy of the resolution
suspending the proceedings (in the event of hijacking or theft of the vessel); a copy of the resolution on
bringing charges against an accused person (where the perpetrator has been identified); other documents
issued by specially authorized authorities (commissions) responsible for investigating, classifying, and
recording events recognized as Insured Events, or otherwise confirming the occurrence of the Insured
Event;

¢) inthe event of natural disasters: reports, conclusions, and other documents issued by territorial divisions
of the hydrometeorological service, state commissions, and competent authorities responsible for
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investigating, classifying, and recording events recognized as Insured Events, or otherwise confirming
the occurrence of the Insured Event;

d) inthe event of other unforeseen occurrences: copies of reports from fire and law enforcement authorities,
conclusions of fire-technical examinations, incident reports and attachments thereto; a copy of the scene
inspection report; other documents issued by specially authorized authorities (commissions) responsible
for investigating, classifying, and recording events recognized as Insured Events, or otherwise
confirming the occurrence of the Insured Event.

4) to prove the amount of the losses incurred: conclusions of independent expert (appraisal) organizations
holding the appropriate license to carry out valuation activities.

The Policyholder (Insured, Beneficiary) shall have the right to provide other evidence confirming their interest
in the preservation of the water transport vessel, the occurrence of the Insured Event, and the amount of the
losses incurred.

The Insurer shall have the right to reduce the above list of documents or request additional documents specified
in the Insurance Contract and the Insurance Rules (approved by the Insurer’s authorized body and effective as
of the date of conclusion/execution of the Insurance Contract) if, taking into account the specific
circumstances, the absence of such documents makes it impossible to establish the occurrence of the Insured
Event and determine the amount of the loss.

The Insurer shall have the right to require the Policyholder (Insured, Beneficiary) to provide other documents
not specified in the relevant clause of these Rules if the absence of such documents makes it impossible to
establish the occurrence of the Insured Event and determine the amount of the loss, or if additional information
regarding the Insured Event is required.

The Insurer that has accepted the documents must issue the applicant a certificate indicating the full list of
submitted documents and the date of their acceptance.

If the Policyholder fails to provide the documents stipulated by the Insurance Contract, the Insurer must
promptly, but no later than 7 (seven) business days, notify the Policyholder in writing of the missing
documents.

If, in connection with the Insured Event, the competent authorities have considered the initiation of criminal
proceedings, the Insurer shall have the right to request from the Policyholder copies of the resolution to initiate,
refuse to initiate, suspend, or terminate criminal proceedings, or to independently submit the relevant request
to the appropriate authorities.

13 CHANGE IN THE RISK DEGREE

During the policy period, the Policyholder (Insured) shall immediately, but in any event no later than 3 (three)
business days from the moment it became aware or ought reasonably to have become aware, notify the Insurer
of any material changes in the circumstances disclosed at the time of execution of the Insurance Contract by
sending an email to the Insurer, provided that such changes may materially increase the insurance risk.

The following changes shall, in any event, be deemed material:

1) changes in the business activities of the Policyholder / Insured,

2) the existence of double insurance;

3) any change to the conditions or information disclosed in the Policyholder’s application at the time of
execution of the Insurance Contract.

Upon the receipt of information about the circumstances entailing an increase of the extent of insured risk, the
Insurer shall be entitled to demand the changes in the terms of the Insurance Contract, including termination
of the Insurance Contract, or payment of additional Insurance premium that compensates the increased risk.
The Insurer being informed about the circumstances entailing an increase of the extent of insured risk, shall
be entitled to demand to change the terms of the Insurance Contract or to pay additional Insurance premium
that compensates the increased risk.

If the Policyholder rejects to the change of the terms of the Insurance Contract or to additional Insurance
premium, the Insurer shall be entitled to terminate the Insurance Contract in accordance with the Rules
stipulated by the law of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Insurer shall have no right to demand the termination of the Insurance Contract, if the circumstances
causing the increase of insurance risk disappeared.

14 TERMS OF TERMINATION OF THE INSURANCE CONTARCT

The Insurance Contract shall terminate in the following cases:
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the expiration of the Insurance Contract;

upon liquidation / death of the Policyholder or liquidation of the Insurer in accordance with the procedure
established by the applicable legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

upon a court decision declaring the Insurance Contract invalid.

Making by the Insurer of the insurance payment in full amount of the sum insured;

Non-payment of the next insurance premium when paying an insurance premium in installments. In such
cases, insurance premiums paid shall not be refunded. The renewal of the Insurance Coverage shall start from
the day following the day of payment of the late insurance premium.

In other cases, stipulated by the current legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Insurance Contract may be terminated early at the request of the Policyholder or the Insurer, as well as by
agreement of the Parties. The Party initiating early termination of the Insurance Contract shall notify the other
Party no later than 30 (thirty) calendar days prior to the intended termination date, unless otherwise provided
in the Insurance Contract or agreed by the Parties.
Upon early termination of the Insurance Contract due to the circumstances provided for in paragraph 1 of
Article 841 of the Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Insurer shall refund to the Policyholder a
portion of the insurance premium proportional to the period during which coverage was in force, less
administrative expenses, the amount of which shall be established in the Insurance Contract, calculated in
accordance with the following formula:

(IP - 1P * AE) / N * n, where:
IP — the insurance premium / insurance installments paid under the Insurance Contract;
AE — the Insurer’s administrative expenses, expressed as a percentage (but not less than the sales expenses);
N — the term of the Insurance Contract (in days);
n — the number of days remaining until the expiration of the Insurance Contract; the date the application is
submitted shall be deemed utilized.
The Policyholder shall have the right to withdraw from the Insurance Contract at any time. In the event of the
Policyholder’s withdrawal from the Insurance Contract, the insurance premium shall not be refundable, except
where an individual Policyholder withdraws from the Insurance Contract within 14 (fourteen) calendar days
from the date of its conclusion. In such case, the Insurer shall refund to the individual Policyholder the
insurance premium (insurance installments) received, less the portion of the premium proportional to the
period during which coverage was in force and expenses related to termination of the Insurance Contract in
the amount of 10% of the insurance premium (insurance installments) received, unless otherwise provided in
the Insurance Contract.
The Insurance Contract, in addition to the general grounds provided for by the legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, shall be deemed invalid where the Policyholder, at the time of execution of the Insurance Contract,
knowingly pursued the objective of obtaining unlawful benefit, including where the Insurance Contract was
concluded after the occurrence of the insured event.
In the event of late payment of a scheduled insurance installment where the premium is payable in installments,
insurance coverage under the Insurance Contract shall be suspended from the day following the payment due
date, and if an insured event occurs during such period, the Insurer shall have the right to refuse the insurance
payment. Insurance coverage shall be reinstated from the date the overdue payment is made. The policy period
shall not be extended for the duration of the suspension of insurance coverage.
If the suspension of insurance coverage continues for more than 30 (thirty) calendar days, the Insurer shall
have the right to terminate the Insurance Contract early on a unilateral, out-of-court basis. At the same time,
insurance premiums paid earlier by the Policyholder shall not be refundable.

15 RIGHT OF RECOURSE

The Insurer that has made an insurance payment shall have the right of recourse against the Policyholder /
Insured within the limits of the amount paid.

To the extent of the insurance payment made, the Insurer shall be subrogated to the rights of recovery that the
Policyholder (Insured) has against the person responsible for the loss indemnified by the Insurer.

The Insurance Contract may provide for a different procedure regarding the right of recourse.

16 DOUBLE INSURANCE

At the conclusion and during the term hereof, the Policyholder shall inform the Insurer about all
current/concluded insurance contracts for similar risks in relation to this insured object.

In the event of double insurance, each insurer shall be liable to the Policyholder within the limits of the contract
concluded with it; however, the aggregate amount of insurance payments received by the Policyholder from
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all insurers shall not exceed the actual loss.
17 FORCE MAJEURE

Force Majeure means extraordinary circumstances upon the occurrence of which the Insurer shall be released
from the performance of its obligations under the Insurance Contract where such non-performance results from
events of force majeure arising after the execution of the Insurance Contract, caused by events of an
exceptional nature that could neither have been foreseen nor prevented.

Force majeure circumstances include, but are not limited to floods, fires, earthquakes and other natural
disasters, wars or military actions of any kind, blockades, prohibitions of state bodies.

The affected party shall notify about these circumstances the other party in writing. Failure to inform by the
effected party about force major disables such party to refer to it as the reason of failure to fulfill its obligations
hereunder.

18 DISPUTE SETTLEMENT PROCEDURE
All disputes between the Insurer and the Policyholder under the Insurance Contract shall be settled through
negotiations.
If the Parties fail to reach an agreement, the dispute shall be resolved in accordance with the procedure
established by the applicable legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
In the event of disputes regarding the cause or amount of loss, either Party shall have the right to request an
expert examination. Such examination shall be conducted at the expense of the Party requesting it.

19 ADDITIONAL TERMS

The content and terms of the Insurance Contract shall constitute commercial confidential information. The
Parties shall maintain strict confidentiality and shall not disclose the provisions, content, or terms of the
Insurance Contract, including to the mass media, except where disclosure is required by the legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.
By agreement of the Parties, additional terms (insurance clauses, definitions, exclusions, etc.) may be
incorporated into an Insurance Contract concluded in accordance with these Rules.
All amendments and supplements to the Insurance Contract shall be legally valid provided they are made in
writing and signed by the duly authorized representatives of the Parties.
All disputes between the Insurer and the Policyholder under the Insurance Contract shall be settled through
negotiations.
If the Parties fail to reach an agreement, the dispute shall be resolved in accordance with the procedure
established by the applicable legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
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Annex No. 1.

To the Rules for Voluntary Water Transport Insurance

1. Clause “General Average Exclusions”

1. The following shall not be recognized as general average:
1) the value of cargo jettisoned that was subject to spontaneous combustion, as well as cargo carried on the vessel not in
accordance with the Rules and customs of merchant shipping;
2) losses caused by firefighting to those parts of the cargo that were on fire; losses caused by overstraining or other operation
of the engines, other machinery, or the vessel’s boilers while afloat;
3) losses caused by the intentional grounding of the vessel under circumstances that would have resulted in grounding
regardless of the measures taken. Losses incurred in refloating such a vessel, however, shall be recognized as general average;
4) losses and damages sustained by cargo as a result of the prolongation of the voyage (losses due to delay, price
fluctuations, etc.);
5) necessary and reasonably incurred expenses for the salvage of the vessel.

2. Clause “Collision Due to Fault of Both Parties”

1. If acollision is caused by the fault of all vessels involved, the liability of each party shall be determined in proportion to the
degree of fault. If the degree of fault of each party cannot be established, liability shall be apportioned equally between them.

3. Clause “Exclusions Related to Unseaworthiness and Unfitness”

1. Under an Insurance Contract concluded in accordance with these Rules, losses and expenses resulting from the loss or damage
of the vessel shall not be indemnified if they occurred as a result of:

a) the unseaworthiness of the vessel or its unfitness for safe operation;

b) the Policyholder’s or its employees’ interest in the vessel being unseaworthy (unfit).
2. The Insurer shall also not indemnify losses arising from a breach of the warranty of seaworthiness and the warranty of the
vessel’s fitness to deliver cargo to its destination if the Policyholder or its employees are at fault for the circumstances that led to
the vessel’s unseaworthiness and unfitness.

4. Clause “War Exclusions”

1. Under an Insurance Contract concluded in accordance with these Rules, losses and expenses resulting from the loss or damage
of the vessel shall not be indemnified if they occurred as a result of:
1) war, civil war, revolution, rebellion, insurrection, or civil disturbances arising from the foregoing events, or any hostile act
by or against a belligerent power;
2) capture, arrest, imprisonment, detention by force (except piracy) and the consequences thereof, or any attempt or threat
thereof;
3) the vessel’s interaction with mines, torpedoes, bombs, or other types of military weapons, the impact of which on the
insured object is accidental in nature.

5. Clause “Strike Exclusions”

1. Under an Insurance Contract concluded in accordance with these Rules, losses and expenses resulting from the loss or damage
of the vessel shall not be indemnified if they occurred as a result of:
1) war, civil war, revolution, rebellion, insurrection, or civil disturbances arising from the foregoing events, or any hostile act
by or against a belligerent power;
2) capture, arrest, imprisonment, detention by force (except piracy) and the consequences thereof, or any attempt or threat
thereof;
3) the vessel’s interaction with mines, torpedoes, bombs, or other types of military weapons, the impact of which on the
insured object is accidental in nature.

6. Clause “Strike Exclusions”

1. Under an Insurance Contract concluded in accordance with these Rules, losses and expenses resulting from the loss or damage
of the vessel shall not be indemnified if they occurred as a result of:

1) strikes, lockouts, labor disturbances, riots, or civil commotions and actions of their participants;

2) acts of terrorists or any other persons acting for political motives.

7. Clause “General Exclusions”

1. Under an Insurance Contract concluded in accordance with these Rules, losses and expenses shall not be indemnified if they
occurred as a result of:
1) the effects of a nuclear explosion, radiation, or radioactive contamination;
2) military actions, as well as maneuvers or other military activities;
3) civil war, civil unrest of all kinds, or strikes;
4) seizure, confiscation, requisition, arrest, or destruction of the insured water transport vessel by order of state authorities;
5) the unseaworthiness or unfitness of the vessel for operation, known to the Policyholder or its representative prior to the
vessel’s departure;
6) operation of the vessel for purposes and under conditions not consistent with its intended use and/or not specified in the
Insurance Contract;
7) use of the vessel outside the area of operation agreed upon in the Insurance Contract, unless caused by force majeure;
8) deterioration and corrosion of the vessel, its parts, machinery, equipment, or accessories, and their wear and tear;

9) the loading, with the knowledge of the Policyholder or the Beneficiary or their representative but without the knowledge
of the Insurer, of substances and items hazardous in terms of explosion or spontaneous combustion;

10) operation of the vessel in conditions not foreseen its ice class;

11) expenses related to the maintenance of the vessel and crew;

12) design or manufacturing defects of the vessel;

13) use of the vessel for criminal activities (transportation of narcotics, mercenaries, weapons);

14) the Policyholder’s failure to eliminate, within the period agreed with the Insurer, circumstances that materially increase
the degree of risk and whose elimination had been required by the Insurer;

15) unlawful acts (or omissions) of state authorities, local self-government bodies, or their officials, including the issuance
by such bodies or officials of documents that do not comply with laws or other legal acts.

In addition, the Insurer shall not indemnify:

1) losses and expenses related to the removal of the remains of the insured vessel, damage to the natural environment, injury
to human health, or damage to the property of third parties;

2) consequential losses of the Policyholder.
